Someone then
killed Vésteinn and many thought that Porkell, Gisli's
brother was the culprit. Gisli suspected borgrimur and
killed him. Borkur is Porgrimur's brother. They get Gisli to
admit his guilt at their meeting "Vorping Vestfiroinga". Gisli
sells their land in Dyrafirdi and moves to Geirpjofsfjarour
and several other locations in Bardastrond and in

Hergilsey in Breyadafirdi. He was later killed.
